DRESS CODE:

Participants must be dressed for outdoor and indoor activities in a
camp environment and expect to be seen by others. The type and
style of clothing are individual and personal.

Clothing and materials not allowed at camp include, but are not
limited to:

e Clothing, hats, backpacks and other accessories which show
obscene words or pictures, hate language, slurs, sexually
suggestive statements, weapons, or the use of alcohol,
tobacco, marijuana, and other drugs.

All tops must completely cover the chest area.

All bottoms must completely cover underwear, butt cheeks, and
genitals.

Summer Camp — Participants enjoying the water facilities (pool and
slip n slide) shall follow the dress code while traveling to and from
other areas of camp and their cabins to the pool (i.e., must wear a
cover-up, shirt/shorts, or be wrapped in a towel). While using the
water facilities, all participants shall wear appropriate swim suits
(i.e., cut-offs, sweat pants, basketball shorts, thongs, or speedos are
not allowed).
